NOTICE is hereby given that pursuant to Sections 30 and 31 of the Public Audit 
(Wales) Act 2004: 
 
1. From 14th May 2018 to 11th June 2018 (inclusive) between 8.30am to 

5.00pm (Monday to Thursday) and 8.30am to 4.30pm (Friday) any local 
elector on application to the Resources Directorate, Civic Centre, 
Pontypool may inspect and make copies of the accounts of the above 
named body for the year ended 31st March 2018 and all books, deeds, 
contracts, bills, vouchers and receipts relating thereto.
